Our credentialed counselors can supplement your counseling staff and provide counseling 

for eligible students in need of extra support for behavioral, academic, social, emotional, and family problems that may be 

interfering with the student’s success in school. Designed to help students build organizational and study skills and cope with 

challenges inside and outside the classroom, Counseling can be delivered individually or in small groups, feature consultation 

with teachers and parents, and can even provide a liaison to community resources. Counselors are hired, trained and supervised 

by Catapult Learning.
